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THE IMPACT OF GREEK FOLK DANCES ON FOREIGNER STUDENTS' INTRINSIC

Abstract

Greek folk dances as a product of popular creation, is directly connected to the Greek
people daily life. With a strong music and song element, Greek folk dances have a variety
of forms from one place to another and incorporate the long existing Greek cultural
tradition. Although a general sense of enjoyment is admitted by non Greeks when they
participate in Greek folk dances the research findings on psychological aspects such as
intrinsic motivation are quite limited. The purpose of this study was to describe how non
Greek students experience Greek folk dances. The study examined the intrinsic motivation
of 43 students (N=6 male and N=37 female, mean age 20.7 = 1.7 yrs) the Denison
university, Ohio after a 12-weeks program of learning Greek folk dances. The Intrinsic
Motivation Inventory (Quin, Redding & Frazer, 2007) was used to measure intrinsic
motivation. The 18 statements inventory is divided into 4 sub-categories that represent
levels of a) interest / enjoyment, b) perceived competence, c¢) effort / importance and d)
tension / pressure. Descriptive statistics and independent samples t-test were used for the
statistical analysis. The results showed that students displayed higher scores in the interest
/ enjoyment sub-category (M=5.33 + 0.48) and lower scores in the tension / pressure sub-

category (M=3.94 + 0.89). Comparing white students with the others (Asians, Africans and
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Latin Americans) statistical differences revealed in the interest / enjoyment sub-category
(tzp=-2.110, p<.05). Comparing those who had previous experience with Greek folk dances
to those who had not, statistical differences emerged in the perceived competence sub-
category (t3s=2.998, p<.05). The results offer a first indication of the intrinsic motivation
levels in non Greek students who completed a Greek folk dances program, and provide
evidence about the attractiveness they bring up to them as well. Greek folk dances are one
of the most living elements of the Greek popular culture.

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GREEK TRADITIONAL DANCE IN SECONDARY EDUCATION: PURPOSE AND
CONTENT OF THE SUBJECT DURING THE 1960-1980 PERIOD
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Abstract

Greek traditional dance has had a long presence in public education. Its induction originally
(1914) in the evening school activities under the label of “National Dances”, its later
participation (1932) as “the cornerstone of every kind of school event” and in the creation
of collective representations have, in a big way, created the purpose and content of dance
teaching in compulsory education. The purpose of this paper is the exploration of Greek
traditional dances in middle school education from 1960-1980 through the study of
institutional texts. Specifically, this paper examines the changes wrought to the purpose
and content of this particular subject in conjunction with the general educational changes
and the dominate historical, social and cultural conditions of that time period. The
technique of qualitative content analysis which is used mainly for the examination of
original sources, brings to the front the deeper wants of the various educational policies
that are connected with the subject of greek traditional dances. The examined time period
presents a special interest because it contains important educational changes, such as the
educational law 4379 of 1964 and other institutional adjustments to the subject of Greek
traditional dances. In summary, it can be said that the period 1960-1980 crystallizes the
intentions of the state about the teaching of Greek traditional dances. The diachronic
target of the formation of the national identity of young citizens through compulsory
education has had an important impact on the choice of content for the subject. The
continual use of the term “national dances”, the highlight of 2 dances as “pan-Hellenic” for
required teaching and the induction of local dances in the teaching form, bear witness to
the importance of the subject to the creation and reproduction of national identity.
