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Abstract

Physical education is regarded as the appropriate place for the development of students’
social and emotional skills, and for this reason the cultivation of these skills is one of the
main goals of the Greek PE curriculum. The purpose of the present study was the
investigation of the interactions between students’ social-emotional intelligence (SEI) as it
was measured with the Emotional Quotient inventory: Youth Version (EQ-i:YV, Bar-On &
Parker, 2000) and the perceived classroom caring climate in physical education as it was
measured with the School as a Caring Community Profile-11 (SCCP-II, Lickona & Davidson,
2003). 800 junior and senior high school students of the city of Thessaloniki, participated
to the study which was longitudinal. Long path analysis (AMOS 7) was used for examining
the causal relationships among the factors of the two instruments. Results showed
significant interactions between students’ SEI and the perceived classroom caring climate
in PE. Social and emotional skills’ learning in school is not only a matter of teaching, but
also a matter of proper learning environment.

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SELF-CONCEPT, ACHIEVEMENT GOALS AND BULLYING IN PHYSICAL
EDUCATION

Abstract

The aim of this study was: i) to examine the existence of behaviours concerning bullying in
Greek P.E. and ii) the relations between bullying and victimization with self-concept and
goals orientations. The survey was completed with the use of questionnaires. In the first
survey 100 students of the fifth and the sixth grade, aged 11-12 years old, participated.
They had to answer 12 questions about the frequency that behaviours of bullying appear.
The results showed that the higher scores (above average) were evident in the following
items: i) “some children are always teased by their co- students” and ii) “some children are
being laughed by their co- students”. In the 2" survey 290 students of the fifth and sixth
grade of Primary school, aged 11-12 years old, participated. All scales had acceptable
levels of internal consistency (a>70). Analysis of Pearson correlations revealed that
victimization was connected positively to bullying, ego-protecting goal, with perceived
teacher's emphasis on ego-protection and amotivation scales. Moreover, bullying was
negatively connected with lesson satisfaction, intrinsic motivation, general self-concept and
with perceived teacher’'s emphasis on personal progress. Bullying was positively connected
with amotivation, ego-enhancing and ego-protecting goals, with perceived teacher’s
emphasis on ego-enhancement and ego-protection goals. In conclusion, teachers’
emphasis on personal progress may decrease bullying and victimization behaviours in PE
and generally in education.

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PERCEPTIONS OF PRIMARY SCHOOLCHILDREN ON DIMENSIONS OF THEIR

Abstract

The perception about one’s health includes feelings about physical and psychological
characteristics as well as the way one manages the relationships with other people. The
objective of this present study was to examine: a) the perceptions of primary
schoolchildren on their quality of life (QoL) and b) the influence of sex or age on the
dimensions of QoL. Three hundred and ten students of 5th and 6th grade, from schools of
Northern and Southern Greece, participated. For the conduction of the survey the
Kidscreen (KIDSCREEN Group Europe, 2006) was applied. The instrument includes ten
dimensions of health-related quality of life: Physical well being, psychological well being,
moods and emotions, self perception, autonomy, parent relation and homelife, financial
resources, peers and social support (friends), school environment and bullying, and 3 to 7
guestions are related to each dimension. Questions were answered with a five-point Likert
scale and the highest scores reflect the bigger satisfaction. For data analysis two way
Anova was used. The descriptive statistics showed that the average of children answered
positively, above mean, in all dimensions. Results indicated that a) boys in 6th grade had
better perceptions than those in 5th grade about "peers and social support” , b) 6th grade
children’s perceptions about their relation with parents and homelife were better than the

perceptions of 5th graders, c¢) boys had better perceptions about “free time” while girls’
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perceptions were better for “school and learning”. Conclusively, upper grade students
perceptions about their Health related Quality of Life are related to the dimension being
assessed, and to age and sex. These results could appear useful in the application of
health related educational programs in primary education that aim towards the
improvement of childrens’ health related quality of life.

PARENTS’ PERCEPTIONS ABOUT THE HEALTH-RELATED QUALITY OF LIFE OF
SCHOOL CHILDREN

Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine a) parents' perceptions about their childrens’
health-related quality of life (HrQoL) and b) any variation in perceptions depending on their
child’'s gender and age. Three hundred and sixty six parents from Northern and Southern
Greece with children in third to sixth grade, participated. The Kidscreen questionnaire
(Kidscreen Group, 2006) was used to measure HrQoL, through ten dimensions: Physical
and Psychological Well-being, Moods and Emotions, Self-Perception, Autonomy, Parent
Relations and Home Life, Financial Resources, Social Support and Peers, School
Environment and Social Acceptance. Each dimension included 3 to 7 questions. Questions
were answered with a five-point Likert scale and the highest scores reflect the bigger
satisfaction. For data analysis Two-way Anova was used. The descriptive statistics showed
that parents’ perceptions are positive for all dimensions, except from “Autonomy” and
“Peers”. Data analysis indicated that parents with boys in the 3 grade have significantly
higher perceptions than those with girls in the same grade, with regard to their “Economic
Resources” (p<.05). Significant was also the difference in the perceptions of parents
regarding “Social Acceptance”, in favor of the girls of the 5™ and 6™ grade comparatively to

the girls of the 3" grade (p<.01). It was also found that the perceptions of parents in the
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category “Self- Perception” were significantly higher for boys than for girls (p<.01), while
in the category “School and Learning” their perceptions were better for girls (p<.05).
Finally, parents with children in 5™ grade had better perceptions about their “Social
Acceptance” than parents with children in the 3 grade. It seems that the child’s sex and
grade affect parent perceptions for their health-related quality of life. These findings could
assist educators’ and parents’ work in the health education school programs.
