EXPLORING E-CRM APPLICATION: A CASE STUDY IN OUTDOOR RECREATION SECTOR

Customer relationship management (CRM) is a comprehensive business and marketing
strategy that integrate technology, process, and all business activities around the
customer. With the rapid growth of electronic business and rise of Internet-based
services, the internet has provided a platform to deliver CRM functions on the Web (e-
CRM) which is focused on web-based interaction between companies and their
customers. The purpose of this study was to provide a better understanding of how
the Internet is used as a strategic tool in e-CRM in the outdoor recreation sector. Two
primary research questions were addressed in this study: (i) How can the online
environment be described? (ii) How are the customers served in this online
environment? A qualitative method of double case study approach was used for the
purpose of this study, combining two data collection methods, participant observation
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and documentation. Primary data collected through an observation checklist
(consisted of 48-items & 11-sub-scales) in which the observers concentrated their
records and secondary through documents from different published sources to verify
the collected data. The selected sample was the sites of two outdoor recreation
companies, Eco-Action and Wilderness Scotland which had the highest web quality
score. Conclusions were drawn based on the similarities and differences, which were
found according to the observation checklist adopted from the literature (Khan and
Shahzad, 2005). Exploring the online environment our study found that outdoor
recreation companies’ page-loading speed was fast, with simple design. Both web sites
were customer focus oriented, used a satisfactory security level (eg. providing
copyrights) and navigation efficiency. Regarding to business content the particular
websites were clear and concise text to describe business, had contact information
and simple background, providing free services and simple registration forms.
Exploring customers service website environment, there were mentioned major
differences between the two outdoor recreation websitescin all customer service
components such as: placing order, payment option, shipping information, returns,
interactive service and web policy. Our case study implies that both outdoor recreation
companies provide a clear online environment setting, although they appeared to have
important differences referring to customer services. Managers need-to develop an
appropriate customer service system if they want to improve customer relationships,
for example framing and declaring the online ‘purchasing process. This in turn
facilitates a clear e-CRM strategy, as holistic process which focuses on creating two-
way communication with customers so that organizations have an intimate knowledge
of their needs, wants, and buying patterns.

THE ROLE OF MEDIA ON ATHLETE’S PERFORMANCE AND STRESS CREATION

The present research aimed-at exploring the role of media in stress creation and
athlete’s performance from the athlete’s views. Based on the present research
purposes, media include journals, newspapers, television and sport reporters which
each of them are effective on athletes' behaviors. Stress is defined as a state that
results from the demands that.are placed on the individual which require that person
to engage in. some coping behavior (Jones, 1990). The Multidimensional Anxiety
Theory by Martens et al (1990), for instance, focuses on the anxiety response that
accompanies high levels of stress. It takes into consideration two different elements:
cognitive anxiety and somatic anxiety. In general, The Multidimensional Anxiety Theory
hypothesizes.that as cognitive anxiety increases, athletic performance decreases. The
research tried to. address following questions: What are the role of media in stress
creation? What is the role of stress in athlete’s performance? The population universe
consisted of 800 athletes who participated in Iran's football league. In the research,
200 athletes were selected as samples according to random stratified sampling. Data
gathering tools was a stress questionnaire and athlete’s performance quality. We used
a questionnaire which had been confirmed by a group of experts. In addition we
examined the reliability of the questionnaire (Chronbach’s Alpha =0/85). According to
the research findings, 75 percent of respondents believed that media have a significant
role in creating stress because of following reasons: too much attention paid to
competitions’ sensational margins, dissemination of false news, augmenting
excitement and stress levels among athletes, magnifying sports insignificant events.
These factors cause athletes' loss of attention and focus, resulting in their performance
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drop. Depressed mood, specifically, acts as a catalyst for reduced vigor, increased
aggression, confusion, fatigue, and tension, thereby debilitating performance
(Mellalieu, 2003). Moreover, high levels of stress accompany increased anxiety
(Sanders, 1983).
