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Abstract

Consistent with the view that dance is directly related to the formation and negotiation of identity,
in this study our interest is focused on the dialectical relationship between dance and “refugee”
identity at Simantra in Xalkidiki. In this village, refugees were settled from Artaki (Asia Minor) in the
year '22, while later Karamanlides from Simantra (Cappadocia). This paper focuses on the study of
the practical revival of “refugee” identity of today's inhabitants of Simantra. In this context we
argue that through “on stage” dance performances, the people from Simantra aimed at creating a
“transcendental character” of collective refugee identity interweaving elements from Artakis' and
Karamanlides' traditions which for years had been left in margin. The collection of this data derived
from the ethnographic fieldwork conducted at Simantra Xalkidikis in two phases (winter 2009 and
Spring 2010). In this context we combine data from interviews with villagers, videos and photos of
dance events, as well as written sources. Consistent with the view that visual documents can be
viewed as ethnographic material, we include the visual material in our study. This approach
enables a deeper understanding of the ways in which people constitute images of how they
perceive the world around them. In this case the way they compose.the stage representations of
the village's dance events, highlights their views for the “refugee” identity. The data analysis shows
that people from Simantra, at the recent years, almost since the mid 90's form a “transcendental
character” collective refugee identity by selecting a homogeneous repertoire for the official staged
dance performers. However, the gaps with a broader repertoire extending from local to national
level, causing tension between the involved members of the cultural association for what is “pure
and genuine refugee” in their staged dance performances.

Abstract

The present study deals with dance practices in Leskovik in Albania. More specifically, it focuses on
dance traditions whish were performed in different dance events during socialist period (1960,
1970) in Leskovik, which is located in border era (Greek-Albanian). Study’s documents were
collected towards ethnographic fieldwork (observation, participation, oral histories) in Lescovik, on
summer period in 2008. This study approaches ‘formal’ traditions in ‘national dance festivals’ and
local celebrations as well as ‘informal’ family celebrations (as marriages) during that time as ‘loci of
interaction’. Following the notion that dance is mutually related with identity this paper is focused
on how people act in different dancing events in this specific historic-political period. Under this,
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‘selected’ and ‘forbidden’ traditional motifs, concepts, thoughts, strategies are met in dance
performances which act under negotiation and construct mutually local and national identities
amongst others. According to analysis, dance events are reconceptualized and traditions are
‘invented’ towards ‘formal’ staged presentations in order to treat ‘homogenized national culture’
versus ‘informal’ experiences. Dance performances shape and are shaped by human experience
constructing local and national identities amongst others. In this framework is highlighted the
significance of dance toward border areas which constitute loci where are constructed and be in
motion multiple meanings and negotiations.
