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“IMAGE IS EVERYTHING”: THE PUBLIC FUNDING OF ELITE SPORT IN AUSTRALIA.

In July 2012 Australia will not only send its smallest Olympic team in twenty years:to the London games, it is also
expected to win fewer medal. It is believed that Australia will'drop from an unofficial “top five” position, achieved in
Beijing, Athens and Sydney, to barely scraping into the top ten. In preparation for the slide the Australian public is
being told yet again that elite sport requires more funding if this decline is to'be halted. Parenthetically following the
Australian government’s increase in funding to elite sport'in 2010, AQC president John Coates indicated that the
funding was sufficient to cope with the best that London had to offer. The comment seemed appropriate given that
between 2008 and 2012 Australia spent approximately S700m on elite sports (SMH, 25/2/12). However while the
Australian Olympic committee constantly:moan for more funding to elite sport; perhaps a more judicious use of
existing funding rather than just more funding is a more sensible, sustainable approach.. To assess this perspective
the 2010 Commonwealth games in India.were used for exemplification. Australia sent more than 600 athletes and
officials to the XIX Commonwealth . Games in Delhi. This paper examined the make-up of the 2010 Commonwealth
Games team and made comparisons between:sports on the basis of success and funding. Moreover it determined a
return on the investment in respect of those parameters. It concluded that rather than opting for more immediate
international sporting legitimacy, via inflated medal tallies at international sporting events, a longer term, more
strategic investment in elite sport would assist the sporting development of the nation

CYCLISTS’ MIGRATION TALES: PRELIMINARY REFLECTIONS ON MOTIVES, INTEGRATION AND IDENTITY RE-
CONSTRUCTIONS

This ongoing study explores immigrant athletes’ experiences through semi-structured, in depth interviews
conducted with five professional cyclists from Greece. The purpose was to identify sport labour immigrants’ motives
for moving, staying and returning from abroad, their social and cultural integration, and the impact of these
procedures in the formation of their, identities. The existing literature has examined sport labour migration
phenomenon issues like motives. for migration, labour rights, impact of the phenomenon in host- and donor-
countries, formation of sport immigrants’ identities and integration procedures. In an effort to address the
knowledge gap we have identified on identity re-constructions we provide an insight in 5 athletes’ life stories
through a narrative schema. The constructivist approach facilitated the endeavour to study the “what’s and how’s”
in the migrating cyclists interpretations of their seasonal work experience in foreign countries. Williams (1961)
claims that culture articulates certain meanings and values expressed though ordinary behaviour, portraying a
specific way of life. Thus, the way immigrant athletes understand and integrate in a different culture and social
environment affects their sense of identity and being. As Maguire and Stead (1996) stated “the dominant view of
identity tends to ‘invent’ a specific origin and tradition, recount ‘common’ experiences and emphasise a view of who
‘belongs’ and who ‘does not belong’.... Questions such as ‘Who am I?’, “‘Who is like me?’, and ‘Where do | belong?’
are central to notions of self and the politics of migrant identity” (p.16). Depicting these issues through the
participating cyclist’s experiences: “The landscape was beautiful but the social life and the absence of a team, the
coldness of the people, the coldness of my very own boss, made me say probably | am not gonna stay here for long.
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It’s ok to achieve, some things you really have to deprive yourself. But sometimes you have to weigh things. | mean
that | didn’t want to live 3 years until the Olympics in a village in Austria. | said | am not doing this for anybody.
Because in the meantime it’s 3 years of my life that | want to become richer in experiences and not to become a
robot and fade away there”. The exploration of these life stories reveal elite athletes who continuously strive to
negotiate multiple selves in unfamiliar social and cultural environments and appear to be in a constant fight against
identity foreclosure.

NE€eic KAeLOLA: sport labour migration, identity, integration
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
