INVESTIGATING THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN PERCEIVED QUALITY OF LIFE AND INVOLVEMENT LEVELS IN
GREEK TRADITIONAL RECREATIONAL DANCING

Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the relationship between perceived quality of life and in the
involvement levels in Greek traditional recreational dancing. The perceived general health, energy and emotional
state were used as indicators of quality of life (Ware, Gandek & IQOLA Project Group, 1994), while the dimensions of
attraction, centrality and self-expression used for the measurement of involvement in Greek traditional recreational
dancing (Kyle et al., 2003). Two hundred and three dancers participated in the research. The data were assembled by
dancing associations in the region of Thessalonica. The cluster analysis for the classification of the dancers in
individuals with high and low involvement confirmed the existence of two groups (high involvement N=126 and low
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involvement N=77), which were statistically significant differences in all dimensions of involvement. Both groups
showed statistically significant differences in the perception of general health, with the group of high involvement
have higher percentages in Excellent (23% versus 17%) and Very Good (57% vs. 35%). Also the group of high
involvement had higher means on questions related to energy and emotional state. Finally marginally statistically
significant difference was found in the social dimension of quality of life with the group of high involvement have a
higher mean than the group of low involvement. The theoretical and practical applications of these results will be
discussed.

CUSTOMARY PRACTICES, COLLECTIVE MEMORY AND CULTURAL IDENTITY. THE CUSTOM OF "MOSTRA"
IN THYMIANA OF CHIOS

Abstract

"Mostra" is a male dance performance which is carried out in Chios, and takes place every year, on Sunday of Lent,
and is associated with the representation of the battle between the inhabitants of the village of Thymiana and the
pirates. According to oral testimonies, during the period of Carnival, the villagers realizing the risk of external threats
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they got together and, having anything possible as weapons faced the pirates successfully. After the victorious
battle, they started celebrating their success and gathering the weapons they have been using in battle, they
deposited them on a place and they danced around them the "victorious" Deto dance. The purpose of this paper is
to highlight the dancing performance of Mostra, as a source of communication in the village of Thymiana and as a
mean of expression of collective and historical memory. The informations are deriving from indigenous inhabitants
of Thimiana, aged 20 to 87 years. Data collection was carried out with the ethnographic method and they are
deriving from primary and secondary sources. The recording of the custom of dancing is done with the Laban
notation system. The structural-morphological and typological method is used in order to analyze the structure and
form of dance. For the interpretation of the data, it has been used the theory of social and cultural.construction of
identity by focusing on the historical and collective memory as a form of institutionalized culture and preservation of
local identity. The analysis of data shows that the performance of the dance scene in Mostra highlights two
important facts: a) the attempt to preserve the memory of residents of this community event'and b) the procedure
for introducing and disseminating new customary practices through the orthodox way of oral tradition‘in the specific
events of social life. In conclusion, the Mostra’s dancing performance and also the practices that appear to
accompany it, seemed to be the viable experiences that served as "legacy" characteristics of the "local situation”,
since the influential collective experience are represented, revived and expanded through the spoken material which
is subjected to memorization and repetition.

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VALIDITY & RELIABILITY OF THE DANCE PERFORMANCE EVALUATION PERSONAL CARD

Abstract

During the educational process, decisions need to be made on the learning objective achievement and the:learner
feedback. Also, conclusions need to be drawn from them in order to attain teaching element adaptation and
instruction method improvement. Therefore, the method to be used should allow both the collection of data about
the educational process results and an objective evaluation of them. This way a better development of students,
instructors and methods becomes possible. Recently, an individual dancing performance “evaluation card was
created for the recording and evaluation of the amateur dancer performance in every stage of the Greek traditional
dance learning. This particular evaluation card includes criteria about the spatial, the rhythmical —temporal and the
motion characteristics of dance, aiming at an objective description of the way one dances. Nevertheless, human
individuality disturbs the stability of the evaluation tool due to the differentiation of the userinterms of strictness
and/or thoroughness. Consequently, apart from a sufficient evaluator training, there is a need for'a constant way to
evaluate, regardless who does it. Therefore, the purpose of this study was to examine the validity of the evaluation
card and its inter-rater and test-retest reliability. Thereat, a single dancing phrase from three different dances
performed by the same dancer was evaluated twice by the same three experienced and well trained evaluators. The
retest evaluation followed up two weeks after the first one so the possibility of repeating the evaluation by memory
could be excluded. The evaluated dancing phrase for.each dance was selected among several video-recorded
performances of the same dancer. The evaluators were dance instructors with great experience and well trained in
using the card and the evaluation protocol. The dancers were students in the first grades of the elementary school.
For the purpose of the present study the dances:Hasapia, Kalamatiano and Tsourapia were used due to their motion
and rhythm characteristics as much as being representative for their type of traditional dances. The validity of the
card was evaluated with Cronbach’s a, the inter-rater reliability with ICC and the test-retest reliability with
Spearman’s p. The results indicate high validity of the dancing performance evaluation individual card. Moreover,
great inter-rater and test-retest reliability has been.found. Conclusively, the dancing performance evaluation card
can be validly and reliably used; no matter which the dance is, when or how many times and whom one will be
evaluated from, as far as he/she is an.experienced dance instructor and under the condition of an appropriate
training on the card use.
