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The issue of economic and non-economic impacts of sporting events is subject to
considerable discussion amongst academics, media and the wider.public. Often. mega-
event figures are published in the media estimating the perceived economic impact of
the event on the host community. Most studies state'that major sporting events may
act as catalysts for economic development. However, as. many of these events are
funded fr om the public purse, there is an ongoing debate regarding whether the
generated return on investment is sufficient given the event-related costs. In addition
non-economic impacts are not as significantly regarded. The purpose of this study was
to analyse the economic and non-economic impacts of Kirra Surfstock, a community
based, multi-sport and entertainment.event held annually in Kirra, on the Southern
Gold Coast, Australia. This event.wasselected for assessment as much of the research
has focused on major sporting events with enly a lim ited number of studies evaluating
the impact of smaller, community based events. Data sources included the 2009 Kirra
Surfstock research report personal interviewsand relevant academic literature. Several
weaknesses were identified. in the Kirra.Surfstock research report including inaccurate
estimation of the overall attendance, issues around the sample size and demographics
of the visitors, and the lack of evidence in the environmental and social impact
study. Despite this, it was found that the event per se had great potential in terms of
its non-economic impacts‘on the host community, including the restoration of the
natural-environment, the overall satisfaction of visitors and locals alike and increased
community participation in sporting activities.
